to represent the grass. The Dancer wears a shirt, pants, beaded

or decorated belt, armbands, cuffs, front and back apron, and
muoccasing. On their head, they may wear a roach headdress made
from porcupine hair and two Eagle Feathers, The Eagle Feathers
are the only feathers used in the Grass Dancers Regalia. The
feathers rock or twirl with the movement of the Dancer.

Grass Dancers dance to Honour thelr community, their
connection to Mother Earth, and Creator. The dance i graceful
and, it reminds s to appreciate the Spirit of Lile as shown in each
blade of grass.

It is primarily a men's dance, but both men and women,
depending on their traditions, will dance the Grass Dance. Today,

it has evolved into a highly competitive form of Powwow dancing.
